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Points to note as a shinpan—in
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All three shinpan—in must enter and leave shiai—jo in a correct and orderly

manner.
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When waiting at the next shinpan—in seat, maintain a correct posture and a
dignified attitude.
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The basic posture of shinpan—in should be natural.
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Show the shinpan—ki promptly. (Do not hesitate or follow other shinpan—in.)
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Senkoku (pronouncement) should be made loud enough to be heard by the spectators.
(Use clear pronunciation and express your confidence in the judgment).
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The shinpan—ki should maintain an isosceles triangle formation at the starting
location, and move smoothly with shushin positioned at the apex.
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The shinpan—in should have the shArai—sha and other shinpan—in in their field of

view at all times.
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Manage the shiai calmly, reading ahead of what is happening in shrar.
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Do not follow the shiai—sha only with your eyes nor look in from the back of

shiai-sha.
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Always keep a close eye on the shiai-sha’ s behavior until the end of shiai.
